Contest Grades
Competitions registered with the Branch will form a Champion of Champions League Table for solo players. This table will be calculated in the same manner as the Branch bands table, to six places. The winner of the League table in the Junior section and the winner of the All Ireland in the Junior section will advance. In the event of tie, the decision will be based on the Ulster Championship result. In the event that this is the same person the second place winner from the All Ireland will also advance.

Achievement Awards

This contest is for younger players, under 12 years, on the previous 1st Nov (RSPBA Rules) and is aimed at encouraging younger players to take part in solo playing. Players should be able to play a March in any time signature at least 2 parts.

(Excludes players who are playing in any other grade). Gold, Silver or Bronze Level Certificates of competence will be awarded to all players.

Drum Pad & Practice Chanter Grades:

Under 14 Grades and 14 to Under 16 Grades (Practice Chanter or Drum Pad)
Confined to competitors who have not played drums or pipes in competition (solo or Band) and have attained the age, on 1st November 2010 (as per RSBPA rules). Evidence of age must be produced on request.
Juvenile Grades:
Under 14 Grades and 14 to Under 16 Grades. (Piping or Drumming)

Confined to competitors who have attained the age, on 1st November 2010 (as per RSBPA rules)

 Evidence of age must be produced on request.

Junior:
Confined to competitors 16 or over on 1st Nov 2010 who have not won a 1st prize in a previous All Ireland Solo Contest (Junior Grade) or have not hitherto been graded Intermediate.

A Junior 16 to 18 year grade may be held depending on number of entries. (Playing Requirements as Junior ie MSR)

Intermediate:
Confined to players who have hitherto been graded as Intermediate & players who have won an All Ireland Junior Grade. The second placed competitor in the  Junior 2010 All Ireland may elect to play in this grade and thereafter will be graded Intermediate. 

N.B. The Intermediate may be split depending on entry numbers.

Senior:

Confined to Senior Soloist’s, who have won a first prize in a previous All Ireland Intermediate grade are automatically graded as Senior. Or have been hitherto been graded as senior. 

DRUMMING
Competitors in the Juvenile U14 and 14 to U16 section drum pad competition will be required to play a 4 part March, any time signature 

Competitors in the Juvenile U14 section drums will be required to play a 4 parts March, any time signature.

Competitors in the Juvenile 14 to U16 section drums will be required to play an MSR at least Four Parts each.

Junior  will be required to play an MSR at least four Parts each

Intermediate section drums will be required to play an MSR at least four Parts each 1st £30 2ND£20 3rd£15

A competitor having cause to protest must lodge same with a deposit of £10.00 with the contest secretary before the presentation of prizes. The deposit will be returned if the protest is upheld.
